“I’m a firm believer in making things in-

house, from scratch where possible,” says Chef Choy. “This assures quality and supports our local growers 

and purveyors here in Victoria.” Indeed, under his direction, the team at the Hotel Grand Pacific make 

everything from their own pizza dough and pastas through to charcuterie items such as sausages, pancetta 

and cured hams.
